Prasentation of the award will be at the Fourth Congress of the German Association for
Semiotic Studies, to take place in Munich in October 1984.

2. Alms

Semiotics, the scientific study of sign processes, analyzes communication and the
interchange of messages among humans, other organisms and within organisms.

With this prize, the German Association for Semiotic Studies encourages young scholars of
all disciplines within the social sciences, the humanities, and the life sciencas to overcome
overspecialization and seclusion and to examine the semiotic foundations of their field.
Aliworks that turther our knowledge of the principles of code change are welcoms. No special
methodological procedures are required. Works admitted can be based on experiments as
wall as onothar sorts of empirical evidence; they may also examine and systematize empirical
results of others. They can include case studies, mvestigations in the history of culture or
in the evoilution of nature. Description is valued as highly as theory.

3. Seiection procedure

The executive board of the German Association for Semiotic Studies has appointed a jury
including Prof. Martin Krampen Ph.D. (Uim), Prof. Dr. Hans-Heinrich Lieb (Berlin), and
Prot. Dr. Kuno Lorenz (Saarbricken). The jury will make its decision by October 1984 in
nonpublic proceedings. All decisions are final.

4. Reguirements

- Only texts written in the German language will be considered.
— Works by more than one author are also eligible

- Authors older than 35 years on April 1, 1982 are excluded.
